This year, you need to apply online through the UCAS system. This is the same system used by UK students when applying for university.

All students will need to register with the UCAS website.

You will be asked to answer ‘How are you applying?’ Though you are from a school/college, in this instance please selected ‘as an individual’. Selecting this option will allow you the bypass a section that requires a ‘buzzword’.

You will need to know which course you are applying for: 

· Linguistics = Q100

· Linguistics and Sociology = QL13

· Linguistics and Screen Studies = QW16

· English Language = Q1Q3

· English Language and Screen Studies = QW36

· American Studies = T701

· Art History = V360
You will be asked to fill in your personal details, your course choices, your education history, your employment history, your personal statement, and provide a reference.

You will be asked to pay an application fee of £13. This is payable to UCAS and does not reduce your course fees at The University of Manchester.

Please note you can only apply once in this academic year – do not complete more than one application form this year.

Once you have done this, please email the course administrator at twoplustwosalc@manchester.ac.uk with a scan of your passport, your UKVI IELTS certificate, and transcripts of your first 3 terms in your home university. If you are applying for Art History or American Studies, you will need to complete an additional written assignment. The questions are attached to this email.

Our Entry Requirements for all courses are as follows:

· Complete 4 terms (2 years) at Zhejiang

· Achieve an average of 75 in core modules

· Attain a UKVI IELTS average score of 7.0, with no component below 6.5.

The application cycle is as follows:

· Applications open 25 January, 2017

· Applications close 31 March, 2017

· Receive an offer/rejection letter by 9 May, 2017

· Final submission of your UKVI IELTS certificates: 20 May, 2017

· Final submission date for your 4th term transcript: 17 July, 2017

· Deadline for applying for university accommodation: 31 August 2017
