In order to deepen students’ insights into moral
virtues, sharpen their foundational research and writing skills, and heighten students’
awareness of their cultural background, the Forum works hand in hand with the
undergraduate program and widens its scope of discussion to include both Chinese
and Western classics. Giving consideration to both the innovation of course design

and the cultivation of students’ moral character and creative skills, the Forum

undertakes to accelerate a reformation in undergraduate education.
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Institute for Interdisciplinary Studies of World Literature, Zhejiang University

The Institute for Interdisciplinary Studies of World Literature at Zhejiang University,
established in December 2017, hosts two scholarly learned journals Interdisciplinary
Studies of Literature (A&HCI) and Forum for World Literature Studies (ESCI).
Working closely with the International Association for Ethical Literary Criticism
(IAELC), the institute aims to develop a world-class discipline of foreign languages
and literatures. With much social responsibility, academic innovation, and national
consciousness, it not only breaks down disciplinary and professional barriers but also
builds up a platform for humanities across schools, disciplines and countries. The
institute attempts to initiate and launch a series of international collaborations in the
field of world literature from an interdisciplinary perspective, so as to produce
high-quality research works.

Highlighting such features as internationalization and interdisciplinarity, the
institute mainly pursues cutting—edge research in three broad areas: ethical literary
criticism and interdisciplinary studies, brain text and cognitive studies, and poetry
writing and poetry criticism. It seeks to formulate a team of international scholars to
carry out a set of projects in these areas with distinctive characteristics. As an
international academic platform with learned journals and associations, the institute
places particular emphasis on promoting ethical literary criticism both in theory and
in practice through nationally and internationally funded projects and other relevant
initiatives.

The core faculties of the institute are mainly from Zhejiang University, but it
also hosts internationally recognized scholars as its affiliated faculties all the year

round.

School of International Studies (SIS) at Zhejiang University (ZJU) boasts an enduring
history dating back to 1928, when its predecessor, Branch of Foreign Language at
College of Arts and Sciences, was established. 1999 witnessed the merging of four
institutions, namely Department of Foreign Languages (ZJU), School of Foreign
Languages and Department of College English at Hangzhou University, Department
of Public English at Zhejiang Agricultural University, and Teaching and Research
Section of Foreign Languages at Zhejiang Medical University, into School of Foreign
Languages, renamed School of International Studies in 2003.

In recent years, SIS has been strengthening its international reputation and impact
with its primary discipline of Foreign Languages and Literatures rated A in the 4th
University Evaluation by Ministry of Education (MOE) and linguistics ranked 150th
globally in the QS World University Rankings 2021.

SIS currently consists of three departments: English Language and Literature,
Linguistics and Translation Studies, and Asian and European Languages. In addition,
it 1s home to eight university-level research institutes or platforms—Institute of
Foreign Literature, Institute of Linguistics and Applied Linguistics in Foreign
Languages, Institute of German Culture, Institute of Translation Studies, and Institute
of Cross-Culture and Regional Studies, Center for Contemporary Chinese Discourse

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Prof. Zhenzhao Nie

Professor Zhenzhao Nie is currently Distinguished Professor of Literature at Zhejiang
University, where he is affiliated with the School of International Studies. He launched the
university-chartered Institute for Interdisciplinary Studies of World Literature in 2017 and
founded Zijingang Global Forum on Interdisciplinary Studies including Leading Frontier
Lectures and Leading Forum for College Students in 2020. His scholarly interests range across
a broad swatch of fields, including ethical literary criticism, literary theory, poetry and poetics,
and translation. He is an elected foreign member of the Academia Europaea (Academy of
Europe).

He was elected President of the International Association of Ethical Literacy Criticism
(IAELC) in 2021 and has been Vice President of the UPenn-based Chinese/American
Association of Poetry and Poetics (CAAP) since 2009. He has been selected to the experts’
panel of the National Social Sciences Foundation of China for nearly two decades, and sits on
various editorial boards and advisory committees around the world.

Designated by Elsevier as a Most Cited Chinese Researcher (three literary scholars in
total), Nie is recipient of the Central Government’s Special Stipend and the British Academy
K.C. Wong Fellowship, and his research projects have been supported by the Major Research
Grants from the Central Government and the National Social Sciences Foundation. Nie’s
scholarly contributions have been recognized by numerous distinctions, including four triennial
Ministry of Education Humanities and Social Sciences Awards, and selection of his works to
the National Strategic Plan on Publication and the National Humanities and Social Sciences
Collection.

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Prof. Guangxin Zhang

Prof. Guangxin Zhang is Dean of Undergraduate School of Zhejiang University,
mainly engaged in the research of advanced sensing technology and automation
technology. He has won the Second Award of National Teaching Achievement, the
First Award of Teaching Achievement of the Chinese Association of Automation
(CAA), the First Award of Teaching Achievement of Zhejiang Province, and the First

Award for Progress in Science and Technology of Zhejiang Province.

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Prof. Yanping Dong

Professor Yanping Dong is Dean at School of International Studies, Zhejiang
University. Her research concerns areas of psycholinguistics, neurolinguistics, second
language acquisition and interpreting studies, with most research focusing on the
psycholinguistics of bilingualism. She is most interested in how language, cognitive,
and affective factors may interact in the process of language training or processing,
especially interpreter training. Based a series of empirical studies, she tries to account
for the emergence of interpreting competence in interpreting students by showing
how language, cognitive and affective subcompetences may get self-organized in the
process of interpreter training (e.g., Yu & Dong 2021). Together with Prof. Ping Li,
she has proposed the model of attentional control in interpreting to account for the
two difficult issues of language control and processing control in interpreting (Dong
& Li 2020). These theories may help explain corresponding issues in bilingual
competence and bilingual control. In addition, with performance data from various
Chinese-English bilingual participants, she has explored the representation,
processing, interaction and development of the bilingual’s two languages, especially
issues such as the bilingual mental lexicon (“the distributed asymmetrical model”),
language transfer and automaticity (e.g., from the perspective of semantic gender
information processing in personal pronouns). Dr. DONG Yanping serves as
president of the Chinese Association of Psycholinguistics (2011-), vice president of
the Chinese Association for Comparative Studies of English and Chinese (2014-). She
also serves on the board of Bilingualism: Language and Cognition (2011-), on the
advisory board of the series of books Bilingual Processing and Acquisition (2014-),
and a number of other journals and book series.

17
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Prof. Séan Hand

Professor Sean HAND is Deputy Pro-Vice-Chancellor (Europe) at the University of
Warwick, where he is the Academic Lead for the EU-funded EUTOPIA European
university alliance. His research examines reflexive or philosophical writings in
French, and he has written, edited or translated nine books. He holds degrees from the
University of Oxford (B.A., M.A., D. Phil.) and Warwick (MBA, D.Litt.). He is a
Chevalier des Palmes Académiques, a member of the Academia Europcea, and an
Honorary Professorial Fellow and International Advisory Board member of Zhejiang
University. He 1s a Senior Fellow of the Higher Education Academy, and a Fellow of
the Royal Society of Arts. He has assessed for the Irish Research Council, the Israel
Science Foundation, the South African National Research Foundation, and the French
National Higher Education authority HCERES. He is a a Scientific Advisory Board
member at Ca' Foscari University of Venice, sits on several international advisory

boards, and as acted as a European Commission Vice-Chair.

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Prof. Maria Luisa Torres Reyes

Maria Luisa Torres Reyes is Professor at the University of Santo Tomas (UST) where
she is also appointed Scholar-in-Residence, and Editor-in-Chief of UNITAS, the
peer-reviewed online international journal of advanced research in literature, culture
and society published by UST. She is the author of Banaag at Sikat: Metakomentaryo
(2010) published by the National Commission for Culture and the Arts (NCCA), the
award-winning book of literary criticism on the first “socialist” novel in Asia of the
same title; she has also published SipatSalin (2012), a collection of her poems and
their translations in various foreign and local languages. In her international
publications, her scholarly interests and publications include the exploration of the
ways in which “Western” ideas and literary and critical categories—like the theories
of Bertolt Brecht—have been “refunctioned” in the Philippines and other
non-Western contexts. Active in various international professional organizations of
academics, she has founded an international network of scholars, teachers, and artists,
the Cultural, Literary, and Art Studies Society, Inc. (CLASS). She is currently the
President of CLASS, and a long-time member of the Editorial Board of a number of
international journals on literature, culture, and the arts.

Dae Geun Lim is Professor at the Ingenium College of Convergence Studies, Hankuk
University of Foreign Studies in Korea. He is the president of Academic Association
of Global Cultural Contents, the president of Korean Cultural Contents Critic
Association, and the chairman of Asia Cultural Contents Institute. His recent research
is mainly focused on comparative literature and culture between Korea and China,

cultural identity and storytelling.

Title: Break Loose: The Undisturbed Conscience as a Form of Subversion and Survival in the Call
Center Culture

Abstract: In the Business Processing Outsourcing (BPO) industry in the Philippines, there is a
notion that call center agents are earning more than most professions even if the job is commonly
perceived as immaterial and insignificant. The 2017 Philippine novel in English, The Quiet Ones by
Glenn Diaz frames the lives of characters who steal from the multimillion-dollar American-based
industry and remain remorseless even after they have been caught for the crime. An ethical reading
of the novel supports the analysis that happiness could be a form of strength, subversion, or modus
of survival even if at times it is also of the kind that is superficial and misplaced. This paper argues
that the immateriality, politics, and bureaucracy that exist in the call center culture brought by global
capitalism heightens the tendency of the BPO employees to become amoral about committing a
crime. Such a depiction of the working conditions and the ethical issues confronting BPO
employees in this novel challenges us, educators, in developing critical minds among our students in

terms of how the sense of fairness and justice must prevail in a degrading capitalist industry.

Matthew Allen (University of Warwick)

Title: ‘Rhizomatic Criticism Old and New: Nikolai Marr and Edouard Glissant Compared.’
Abstract: The Martinican poet and theorist Edouard Glissant borrowed the Deleuzo-Guattarian
figure of the ‘rhizome’ and applied it to a theory of comparative literature informed by Antillean
realities: fluid linguistic boundaries, constant recombining of cultural elements beyond the bounds
of the nation-state, virtuosic syncretism and adaptivity. Glissant contrasted these characteristics with
the ‘atavistic’ cultural politics of France and other European countries that privileged purity of
origin. This papeer historicizes Glissant by comparing his work with the ‘New Teachings on
Language’ formulated by the Georgian linguistic theorist Nikolai Marr, whose writings touched
upon literary history and cultural policy in the Caucasus among many other topics. A critic of origin
myths in language and culture, which he dismissed as the innovation of Western European scholars,

Marr asserted the omnipresence of mixture, pragmatic adaptation, and lateral connectivity. Marr
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challenged the evolutionary theories of Charles Darwin on the grounds that they overemphasized
origin, devising instead a theory of cultural evolution that was attuned to the realities of the
Caucasus, a region characterised by linguistic contact, pragmatic adaptation, and a coexistence of
ethnic groups and religious confessions. In place of a single evolutionary tree of languages, Marr
proposed a structure that incorporated both divergence and convergence. This paper will explore the
political and intellectual circumstances giving rise to his theory and consider analogies with
Glissant’s trajectory as a writer, while noting how these writers diverged in their understanding of

cultural ‘hybridity’.
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Title: Moral Judgement in ‘“Phantomology”: An Ethical Reading of Stanislaw Lem’s the
Futurological Congress

Abstract: The article seeks an ethical approach to a science fiction classic: the Futurological
Congress (FC), by Stanislaw Lem. The novel follows the narrative point of view of [jon Tichy, who
is caught up in a series of hallucinogenic misadventures. In [jon’s hallucination, he finds himself in
a utopia in the near future, though in fact his physical body remains in a sewer in his present time.
This situation is enabled by what Lem defined in his collection of futurological essays Summa
Technologiae as “phantomology”, a technology which creates a virtual reality that is
indistinguishable from standard reality. Two traits separate FC from other sci-fi novels involving
“phantomology”: (i.) the narrator’s “personality” or conscious is skeptical of the hallucinative
reality throughout the novel; (ii.) the narrator’s action does not contribute to his victory over
hallucination. The two traits allow the narrator to be a skeptical observer of two realities, capable of
making and evaluating moral judgements independently. Based on Lem’s narration, the article
reviews (i.) the identity of the narrator’s existence as a moral agent when the personality is
separated from the body; (ii.) the principles the narrator bears in mind when evaluating actions
which could have no physical consequences in a possibly virtual reality. The article reveals Lem’s
two primary ethical concerns for “phantomologies™ such as virtual reality and meta-universe: (i.)
inconsistent human personality is incapable of bearing moral responsibilities; (ii.) evils without

consequences result in deterioration of moral virtues.
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Xinyi Cao (Shanghai Jiao Tong University)

Title: How Animals Teach Us to Be Human: Brain Text and Post-Darwinian Animal Fable in Yann
Martel’s Life of Pi

Abstract: Animal fable, the genre that anthropomorphizes animals to convey moral lessons,
demonstrates the possibility that animals are offered as tools to teach us to be ethical human beings.
In the article, I adopt ethical literary criticism, especially its conception of human-animal relations
and the term brain text to investigate the role and place of animal fable in Yann Martel’s novel Life
of Pi, so as to explore how post-Darwinian animal might be exploited by fabulist to tackle with
human reality. In the novel, brain texts of Pi as the storyteller reveal his intention to use stories as

ethical interpretations of his experience, thus the nature of the animal story as animal fable. Besides,
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brain texts of animal characters in the fable story stress the existence of animal factor in human
beings, especially primitive desires and instincts for food, on one hand, and necessity and
inevitability of dominance of animal factor in extreme situations on the other. Converting humans to
animals in literature, Pi demonstrates multifaced identity of human beings and the possibility of

interpreting human reality in plural ways.
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Title: The Ethical Choice and Self-Redemption of Proctor in Arthur Miller’s The Crucible
Abstract: Arthur Miller was one of the representatives of postmodern American realistic
playwright. His social-problem plays inherit from left-wing drama tradition of the 1930s. The
Crucible, as his well-known and classic play relating to the historical event—the Salem Witch
event, is widely recognized as is a realistic drama that alludes to the political persecution of
McCarthyism in 1960s. Employing the theory of Nie Zhenzhao’s ethical theory, this essay will
return to the historical scene of the era of Puritanism in The United States and analyzes the ethical
dilemma, ethical choices and ethical identity of John Proctor, the protagonist. He was a Puritan
initially but he made improper ethical choice that he committed adultery with his maid Abigail.
Later, the false accusations of Salem Witch Trail, which was about to bring the scandal to light,
complicates his ethical dilemma. Between justice and his own reputation, truth and lie, morality and
immorality, good and evil, life and death, he faced serious ethical dilemmas. Finally, his human
factor defeated the animal factor and he achieved self-redemption. Through the depiction of ethical
choice of character’s, Miller was trying to allude the darkness in humanity in McCarthy time when
men can make false accusations for his own sake and more importantly to awaken the conscience of

human and social ethics from ordinary people and the whole society in the future.
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Title: An Analysis of Mrs. Wilson’s Identity Crisis in The Great Gatsby from the Perspective of
Consumerism

Abstract: In The Great Gatsby, people are disillusioned and disenchanted with the world after
World War 1. They are spiritually empty, and have lost themselves in their search for comfort. It is
just because of the prevalence of consumerism that the traditional identity reference system has
changed, making it more difficult for people to find their own identity. And this thesis analyzes the
identity crisis of Mrs. Wilson from the perspective of consumerism. First of all, this thesis makes a
comparison between Mrs. Wilson’s real and ideal identities, showing the huge gap between her real
identity and ideal identity. Next, this thesis analyzes the process of Mrs. Wilson’s identity
reconstruction from the aspects of personality structure and consumption behavior, revealing her
desire to realize her ideal identity with the help of the symbolic value of commodities. Then this
thesis analyzes the result of her identity reconstruction: the identity crisis. The false identity created
by Mrs. Wilson is not accepted by the upper class, and the shattering of ideal identity brings her an
identity crisis. Finally, this research analyzes the root cause of Mrs. Wilson’s identity crisis: the
prevalence of consumerism conceals the solidified class stratification. The powerful influence of
consumerism makes it difficult for people to realize their true selves, and one’s dream of crossing
the class boundary is doomed to become futile. Mrs. Wilson’s identity crisis reflects the great

influence and limitations of consumerism in the “Jazz Age”.
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Vae Ann C. Dadia (The University of Santo Tomas)

Title: Art is Aid: Filipino Writers’ Volunteerism in Selected Relief Anthologies of 2013

Abstract: The destruction that category 5 typhoon Yolanda (Haiyan) in 2013 left in its wake was
matched with an immense outpouring of sympathy and aid from everywhere. Huge relief efforts
from the international community were mobilized as soon as possible for fear that more could die in
the wake of the disaster. The Filipino literary community partook in this moment of collective
action through the publication of relief anthologies—so called because they were primarily intended
to earn proceeds for the typhoon victims—Ilike no other in the history of “relief operations” in the
country. The publication of the relief anthologies demonstrated a new possibility in Filipino
volunteerism and ethical engagement in the wake of disasters. It became a distinct relief/aid
operations endeavor, one that was spearheaded by writers whose target respondents were a specific
group of individuals—their fellow writers—to solicit from them a donation, a relief good, in the

form of their literary work.

Title: Resistance, Transcendence and Acceptance: The Evolution of Rose’s ethical identity in Who
Do You Think You Are?

Abstract: With the reference to ethical literary criticism, this study will focus on Alice Munro’s
Who Do You Think You Are? to analyze Rose’s ethical identity predicament in the specific ethical
environment. Specifically, this paper will analyze Rose’s ethical choices made in different stages,
their influence on Rose’s ethical identity and the evolution of Rose’s ethical identity. It will also
show Munro’s ethical views in this book.Rose’s ethical choices are influenced by the ethical
environment like family and her original class and some subjective factors, and can be divided into
three stages, namely, resistance, transcendence and acceptance. After her choices, Rose’s ethical
identity has changed from a rebellious daughter, to a “Beggar Maid” and finally to a self-conciliator.
Eventually, through her return to her hometown, Rose accepts her family and working class, and she

reconciles with her past and her ethical identity. This short story collection also reflects Munro’s

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Manfeng Fang (Guangdong University of Foreign Studies)

Title: Holocaust in Children’s Eyes: An interpretation of The Boy In The Striped Pajamas from the
perspective of Ethical Literary Criticism

Abstract: This paper is to apply the relevant theories of Ethical Literary Criticism to analyse John
Boyne’s novel The Boy In the Striped Pyjamas. As a representative work of children’s literature
centered on Holocaust, this novel is full of profound ethical implications. Professor Nie Zhenzhao
thinks that the significance of children’s literature (fable) is to help children to go through natural
selection and move towards ethical selection by the way of ethical education. Children’s literature is
the textbook for children’s growth, as it plays an important role in leading children to become
morally improved. In The Boy In the Striped Pyjamas, the author John Boyne constructs an ethical
environment featuring widespread Nazi ideology, drastic racial discrimination against Jews and
mixing up of Nazi supporters and anti-Nazi groups through the eyes of a nine-year-old child. And he
successfully depicts the ethical predicaments of three major characters to reveal the dual evils of
racial discrimination, to emphasize the value of children’s innocence in the Holocaust and to express
his great concern over the importance of children’s historical education. And from this novel, what

the author wants to tell us is that children’s historical education is very important as we can never let
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the same tragedy happen again. The Boy in the Striped Pyjamas provides essential ethical values for

both adult and child readers.
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Title: The Ethical Dilemma of Irish National Identity in James Joyce’s “Araby”

Abstract: Roman Catholic imperialism and British imperialism are the double fetters of modern
Irish nationality. According to the historical context of Dublin at that time, the religious and
Orientalism elements in “Araby” represent the construction of Irish national identity through two
ethical knots. The former focuses on the religious decadence symbolized by the character of the

priest and the spiritual oppression of Catholicism on the Irish nation, while the latter declares the
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failure of Irish Orientalism against British imperial colonialism through “Oriental disenchantment”
in the reconstructed historical space of Araby bazaar. With a thorough criticism of the nationalism
based on religion and the construction of the eastern “other”, “Araby” returns to the Dubliners’
theme of “moral history”. All the materialistic desire, emotional desolation, loss of faith and
collective paralysis are ethical identity dilemmas of individuals as anti-heroes; they reflect the living
condition of Dubliners and reconstruct Irish national identity by focusing on the real Dublin and

Ireland.

Fujita Emi (Konkuk University)

Title: Disaster awareness through the Fukushima reconstruction policy—Focused on homecoming
and migration

Abstract: In the Fukushima area where the nuclear accident occurred, work has been carried out to
reduce radiation levels by removing pollution. In addition, the evacuation areas were canceled
sequentially to promote their return home. The evacuated residents have come to a point where they
can no longer think about their options. They have to choose whether to return hometown or give
up. The Japanese government is mainly recruiting people who want to move to these areas. This
study examines the awareness of disasters by paying attention to the residents who are struggling

with their choices and the young new residents who are moving to Fukushima.
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Title: Love is the Cure: On the Dilemma of Human Relationships in Klara and the Sun

Abstract: The latest novel by Kazuo Ishiguro, Klara and the Sun, responds to the crisis of human
confidence as a result of technical progress and the technological logic that comes with that rapid
development. People appear to be unable to express true devotion to their loved ones as easily as
they formerly could, especially among the most intimate family members. This study examines the
connections between three sets of parents and their children, with the goal of showing how love may
act as a bridge between people by utilizing both the unique perspective and the function of Klara, a
robot without the intrinsic ability to understand human emotions. The first section explores the
dynamics among Klara, Helen, and Rick. “Renunciation” is at the center of this mother-son
relationship. The relationship between Klara, Josie, and her father will be elucidated in the second
section, whose key issue is “replacement”. The third section moves on to the relationship between
Klara, Josie, and her mother. Being the most complex relationship in the novel, this plot revolves
around the word “choice”. Although the novel is full of communication barriers, each of the main
characters is in essence not a bad person and their starting point of every choice they make is love.
In a society ruled by technology, it is love that “forces” them to choose to injure the people they
care about. Love, however, is also what motivates these individuals to battle for the ones they love.
Through all of these events, Klara comes to the epiphany that the love of others for Josie explains

why she will never be able to replace Josie. Technology creates a barrier, but love has the power to
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bridge that gap.
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Title: The Post-human Writing of Klara and the Sun

Abstract: With the rapid development of biotechnology and intelligent technology, Ishiguro, as an
international writer, brings readers a brand-new “soft science fiction” work Klara and the Sun,
which tells the story of Artificial Friend Klara walking into the life of her master Josie and making a
choice between saving her and becoming her. This paper puts the novel in the perspective of
post-human, and discusses the relationship between human and post-human from the aspects of
human nature and relationship. When faced with ethical choice, post human beings seem to be more
human than human beings; In terms of relationship, human beings are finally defeated by reality.
Klara’s tragic ending leads readers to think about how human beings should position themselves,
how to treat the relationship between human technological progress, as well as how to deal with the

impact from the post human world.
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Title: Identity Crisis in Oryx and Crake from a Perspective of Ethical Literary Criticism

Abstract: In the novel Oryx and Crake (2003) by Margaret Eleanor Atwood, the consequences of
not valuing human nature create severe conflict in characters’ identities. In the novel, the characters
and society value much of immortality and artificial creations, which causes dehumanization effect
among humankind. However, as she criticizes the unnatural behavior of humankind, ethical
criticism and moral criticism is highlighted. Jimmy, Jimmy’s parents, Crake, Oryx, and the Crakers
show the cause and effect of an identity crisis. Furthermore, in their identity crisis, ethical-moral
consciousness is neglected by the social norms in the novel due to the rapid development of science
and artificial creations, which portrays the unnatural creations of naturally born human beings. All
the characters in the novel are natural human beings, in the biological sense, but in the ethical sense,
their consciousness and performance in the novel show animal-like actions. The characters’
personalities and behavior represent the distinction between humans and animals. To Charles
Darwin, the natural selection of humans and animals is differentiated by their ability to acquire

knowledge. However, this theory failed to make an absolute distinction in explaining what makes it

more human. Thus, in solving this conflict in determining the identity of human beings, Nie
Zhenzhao proposed the concept of ethical selection. With this method, human beings should acquire
and determine what is good from evil, and the guidance of ethical literary criticism in analyzing and
discussing the cause and effect of identity crisis among the characters in the novel, and its
essentiality of valuing ethical-moral sense in human nature. Therefore, with such a crisis happening,
this paper will examine the cause and effect of the identity crisis in Oryx and Crake in applying
Ethical Literary Criticism by Nie Zhen Zhao and show the essentiality of valuing its ethics in
characters’ identity. Utilizing the ethical elements will further analyze the consequence and results

of ethical chaos in the novel.

Title: Posthuman Utopia Imagined by Al Robots and its Ethical Conflicts in McEwan’s Machines
Like Me

Abstract: Dystopia and Utopia have always been imagined from the anthropocentric perspective.
However, the anthropocentric world imagined by humans only reflects the human technological and

cultural progress. Likewise, the ethics for Al robots is restricted to the “three laws of robotics.” Ian
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McEwan’s Machines Like Me (2019) offers an post-human alternative to the anthropocentric
perspective of Utopia. Adam, the Al robot in the novel, uses first-person single and plural pronouns
to represent the perspective of Al robots, implying that they have a form of nonhuman
consciousness and intelligence and are capable of making ethical selection. Adam imagines a Utopia
with collective consciousness and complete transparency, therefore, no deceit and lies. In this paper,
by using Machines Like Me (2019) as an example, | combine the concepts of post-humanism and
and Utopia, propose a new concept of “post-human Utopia,” and argues that Al robots as nonhuman
can avoid the human flaws of being sentimental and make better ethical selection. However, in the
context of human society with complicated relations, the inhumane and rational ethical selection is

unpractical, leading to the destruction of the entire population of Al robots.
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Title: Ethical Literary Criticism on Carson McCullers’s The Ballad of the Sad Café

Abstract: Apart from being one of the most famous American novelists, playwrights, essayists as
well as poets, Carson McCullers (1917-1967) is also the most representative writers of American
southern literature. Throughout her life, Carson has created numerous works reflecting important
social issues such as religion, family, race and gender discrimination entrenched in the American
South that still have significant research value today. The Ballad of the Sad Cafe is one of Carson
McCullers’s most well-received novels that peak her writing career. As a collection it was first
published in 1951, comprising a novella of the same title along with six short stories. Approaching
the novel from ethical literary criticism, this article first analyzes the similarities of the main
characters’ ethical dilemmas and ethical choices in the seven stories; then it goes beyond the text to
explore how the characters’ shared predicaments and choices reflect Carson McCullers’s personal

ethical problems and her writing ethics as well as its ethical value that still shines today.
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Title: Shakespeare and Plagues: from Death to Life

Abstract: William Shakespeare (1564-1616), “the Bard of Avon”, whose dramatic career extended
from about 1590 to 1613, lived in Elizabethan time, which was constantly plagued by Black Death.
Former studies have acknowledged that the plagues had immense impacts on Shakespeare’s life as
well as his plays, in both of which the shadows of plagues recurred like a ghost. But what has not
been mentioned is that the playwright did not passively subject to the influence of plagues. The
hypothesis of this essay is that Shakespeare was actively fighting against it through composing
plays, seeking the hope of life amid death. Admittedly, the consecutive epidemics, marking
Shakespeare’s entire life, had left phenomenal shadows in both his life and his careers, with his life
threatened, relatives and friends leaving, and theaters closed, yet the prolific playwright did not
cease to write. One of the most mysterious things, however, is that the fatal plague never occurred
as the direct cause of character’s deaths in his plays, but merely worked as an ominous image,
symbol, or curse. This elusive reference to plagues in Shakespeare, in the author’s opinion, reflects
Shakespeare’s attitude toward plagues, as well as his outlook on life and death that the colorful lives
of people should not be sentenced to death by ruthless virus, which flattens the crease of humans.
By the same token, in recent years, people from pole to pole have been suffering from the pandemic,
arousing panic and scare worldwide. Hopefully, the attitude and viewpoint concerning the plague
that Shakespeare revealed in his masterpieces could provide a silver lining for human beings

nowadays amid the plight of pandemic.

Title: Turn of Ethical Selection and the Clashes of Aristocracy in The Importance of Being Earnest
Abstract: The Importance of Being Earnest, one of the most successful plays of Oscar Wilde, is the
satire of Victorian marriage, manner and cultural norms. Wittily using the words of the main
character, Wilde shows the comprehensive image of the life of Victorian aristocracy. The noble class
was supposed to dominate the wealth, politics and even thoughts in the society, However, what was
mentioned in the play was that the higher people had lost his power in grasping the information of
the marriage candidates-that they should made inquiries by themselves vis-a-vis. Their focus on the
bloodline turned into the wealth, self-restricted into dandy. All of those reflect their turn of ethical
selection and the clashes of their class. This essay argues the following aspects concentrating on the
turn of nobles’ ethical selection: losing the power of gathering information, the mercenary and

corrupt noble people to explain Wilde’s thoughts on the end of the society and aristocracy.

Title: The “Unacceptable” in Literature: Towards an Ethical Literary Hermeneutics

Abstract: This paper addresses the critical need to develop an ethically appropriate literary corpus
within the range of postcolonial Anglophone fiction, mostly diasporic writing. Postcolonial
diasporic literary writers have written fiction and other generic forms for many years now. These
writers incorporate a whole range of different themes and content in their writing, including but not
limited to poverty, feminist struggles, gender differences, migration, forced displacement, cultural
clashes, war, terrorism, imperialism, etc. As a counterpart to these central themes, this corpus also
often incorporates sexually explicit and morally inappropriate content which is usually
‘unacceptable’ to their local social and religious ethic. Due to the inculcation of such content, this
body of literature incites distrust and antipathy among the local educated and academic readership
who have to deal with those texts on a regular basis for the purposes either of aesthetic engagement,
learning, or teaching at the level of the academy. In addition to such feelings of aversion, this

‘unacceptable’ strain of content also does not allow achievement of the ‘high’ values and dogmas of
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education at the higher academic level but rather only leads to social and academic humiliation,
degradation, and disgrace as a whole. By providing relevant examples, this paper thus tries to figure
out why these postcolonial diasporic writers include the ‘unacceptable’ in their writings, and the
possible ways they could be rendered ‘acceptable’ and productive to make an ethical literary
hermeneutics. For this purpose, it draws on John Amos Comenius’s (1592-1670) didacticism, Mark
Currie’s (1960—) postmodern narrative theory, and some other critical views alongside a
comparative overview of selected postcolonial literary texts to provide a nuanced ethical alternative

hermeneutic to the ‘unacceptable’ in postcolonial literature.
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Title: The “Ethical Choices and Moments” in the “Rhetoric of Failure and Crisis” of The White
Tiger

Abstract: The “ethical moments” of post-colonialism is a transitional moment of old and new,
political turmoil, and disorder. It is also a critical moment for ethical criticism of colonial history
and the post-decolonization present. The protagonist in the text is the epitome of the struggle of
millions of young Indians in the post-colonial “ethical moments”. Racial vendettas, riots of the poor,
inequality between the rich and the poor, and a deformed political system make this newly
independent country that lacks rationality and ethics struggling in ethical dilemmas. The essence of

class solidification forces individuals to fall into a “Rashomon-style” vicious circle when making
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“ethical choices”. The “ethical choices” between good and evil is reduced to the survival of the
fittest at the level of “natural selection”. Based on this, from the perspective of postcolonial ethical
literary criticism, considering the mutual shaping of the postcolonial “ethical moments”’and the
protagonist’s ethical choices in the “Rhetoric of Failure and Crisis” of the novel is conducive to
exploring the universality of ethical education in it, so as to endow the work with the value of the

times it deserves.
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Title: Androgyny in 7o the Lighthouse

Abstract: Influenced by Western thoughts on the concept of “androgyny” from various academic
areas, Woolf realized that in order for women and men’s real freedom, the metaphysical binary
opposition between these two sexes must be fundamentally eliminated. In her classic work 7o the
Lighthouse, Woolf vividly set both extreme opposition and harmony between femininity and
masculinity in a linear timeline, suggesting the trend of androgyny replacing the old opposition is
inevitable. By analyzing the formation of androgynous mind in Lily, a female painter in 7o the
Lighthouse, this paper intends to elucidate mental conditions and opinions of Lily basically in aspect
of three different chapters of the book, in order to understand thoroughly the concept, values and
contribution of androgyny put forward by Woolf, and how this idealized state could be achieved, so

as to apply to solving the tension between men and women in contemporary society.
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Title: The World Through Klara’s Eyes: Social Stratification From Humans to Robots and The
Excessive Use of Technology

Abstract: This article on Kazuo Ishiguro’s Klara and the Sun examines how through the
perspective of a machine, Klara, multiple concerns regarding technological developments are raised.
These concerns include advancements in Artificial intelligence (Al), robots, and genetic editing. In
the novel, these developments are employed widely and mostly on an experimental basis. As a
result, these innovations intended to improve human life tend to do the opposite. Through Klara’s
incredible skills for observation, the division between humans and robots, humans and humans, and
even divisions between robots are considered and she becomes aware of her own subservient
position as a machine in a human world. Furthermore, the potential consequences that arrive from
the excessive use of technology are highlighted upon and readers are called to reflect on the present
day, where similar innovations are in the works but where there is still time to reflect on

technology’s impact on human life and perception before it takes greater prevalence.
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Title: Ophelia’s Ethical Choices and Ethical Dilemmas in Hamlet

Abstract: From the perspective of ethical literary criticism, this paper attempts to focus on the
ethical dilemmas faced by Ophelia and her ethical choices under the influence of the old and new
patriarchal struggles. Encountering the break of the closed growth environment and forced to
become the connecting point of power relations, Ophelia was under the torture of the ethical test in
the conflict between love and family affection. In the confrontation between her father and her love,
she was facing a difficult ethical choice: should she be loyal to the monarch and her father or to her
love? In the ethical dilemma, the cruel reality destroyed the original complete ethical structure,
making it difficult for Ophelia to maintain her ethical concepts and norms. Although she once
wanted to escape from the pressure of her father, Ophelia still chose to be timid and obedient under
the oppression of patriarchy. She betrayed her love and became a prop used by Claudius and
Polonius to test Hamlet. After being abandoned and betrayed by her love, seeing Hamlet go crazy
and knowing that her father was killed by her beloved, Ophelia fell into a deeper ethical dilemma in
the whole tragic process and had to make a new ethical choice: should she accept, or could she still
live with the tragic reality that Hamlet had killed her father? This ethical dilemma made Ophelia
completely collapse and go mad, and ended it by committing suicide. This is a tragedy of a girl who

could strike the ethical balance among being a filial daughter, a loyal subject and a truthful lover.

Title: Englishness and Ethical Choice in Virginia Woolf’s 4 Room of One'’s Own

Abstract: Imperialism is an ingrained component of Englishness, both of which constantly recur in
the modernist works of Virginia Woolf, including her feminist manifesto 4 Room of One’s Own,
inducing numerous scholars to identify Woolf, the native English female writer of the 20th century,
as imperialist alliance. From the perspective of ethical literary criticism, this study further explores
Woolf’s imperialism and holds that the representation and deconstruction of imperialism in A Room
of One’s Own echo with the wrestling of her free will and rational will. Among them, Woolf’s partial
invocation of imperialism comes from her desire to compensate for women’s lack of citizenship,

which belongs to her free will, while Woolf’s sober reflection and critique towards imperialism
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reflect her rational will’s triumph over free will. Woolf’s ultimate ethical choice is to worship the
anti-imperialist logic of harmonious decentralization, anti-eugenic commonplace, and
trans-boundary flaneuse, as a way of deconstructing imperialism and meanwhile constructing a

more humane Englishess.
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Title: The Stimulation of Puritanism to Ethical Problems in The Desire under the Elms

Abstract: Puritanism is a main theme of the tragedies created by Eugene O’Neill. In many of his
works, Eugene O’Neill criticized the suppression of humanity by asceticism represented by
Puritanism and the distortion and indifference of humanity under the influence of materialism. The
materialism advocated by Puritanism and the suppression of desire often lead to the uncontrolled
lust and morality decline, which will ultimately lead to ethical tragedies. The puritanism has a
profound influence on the main characters in Eugene O’Neill’s early masterpiece The Desire under
the Elms, and puritanism as a stimulation intensifies the ethical conflicts among them, resulting in
ethical confusion, and ultimately leads to a series of ethical tragedies such as revenge, incest, and

son killing.
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Yu Lou (Zhejiang University)

Title: Ethical Choice in “The Fall of Edward Barnard” and the Chinese Dao of Leisure

Abstract: W.S. Maugham’s Far Eastern narratives often render the East a place of danger with a
demoralizing climate which may trigger a gradual weakening of moral feeling. “The Fall of Edward
Barnard” is one of the few stories in which the positivity of the Eastern environment is stressed. The
South Sea island Tahiti offers a spiritual home the concrete jungle of American civilization fails to
deliver. The contrast suggests Maugham’s philosophical correspondence with the Chinese Dao of
leisure. Edward’s ethical choice of a slow-paced life with closeness to nature and spirituality in
pursuit of truth, beauty, and goodness corresponds to “wu wei” (the art of leaving things undone),
“wu yu” (desire to not be needed) and “jing jie” (an ideal state attained) central to the Chinese Dao
of leisure. This paper argues that the East proves useful as a cure to Western materialism and a way
of understanding the meaning of life, as exemplified by Edward’s fall to rise. Maugham’s ethical
choice of turning to the East and making Edward fall is not necessarily to reinforce imperial
discourse as previously examined; Instead, it serves to explore the possibility of organic integration

of the West and the East and a more humanist view on morality.
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Lu Sijie (Huazhong University of Science and Technology)

Title: Signals, Two Worlds and Dual Narrative Progression: The Functions of the Chimes in 4
Christmas Carol

Abstract: This paper attempts to explore the functions of the chimes in Dickens’s A Christmas
Carol, with Shen Dan’s theory of dual narrative progression. It offers a close reading of the novella
and discovers that at the level of plot development, the chimes signal the emergences of spirits and
the intersection of two worlds. In the meantime, they cater to identifying the covert progression of
this novella. We may be helpfully inspired by the chimes’ functions as signals while reading other

similar works.
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Title: On George Orwell’s 1984 from the Perspective of Ethical Literary Criticism

Abstract: In Nineteen Eighty-Four, this bleak vision of the world divided into three oppressive
nations stirs up controversy among reviewers, who find this fictional future too despairing. In the
novel, Orwell gives readers a glimpse into what would happen if the government controls every
detail of a person’s life, down to their own private thoughts. Since /984 came out, researchers at
home and abroad have adopted different research perspectives, critical methods and levels to
interpret this work. Critics generally regard it as a political allegorical novel, and critics mainly
study and criticize it from a political perspective. However, if we analyze it from the perspective of
ethical literary criticism, it is possible to explain various dystopian phenomena in Big Ocean.
Ethical literary criticism is a kind of criticism method, which is mainly used to elucidate literary
works and study writers and problems related to literature from an ethical point of view. Ethical
literary criticism holds that the fundamental purpose of literature is to provide moral guidance and
experience for human society from the perspective of ethics. Literature is essentially an ethical art.
In order to explore the ethical chaos under the totalitarian rule in 7984, this paper analyzes the
chaotic ethical environment and dilemma, wrong ethical identity and ethical choice in Big Ocean on

the theoretical basis of ethical literary criticism.
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Title: Space, Time, and Society of (Post)Coloniality: Rethinking the Societal Dimension of Space
via Jamaica Kincaid’s My Garden (Book) and Olive Senior’s Gardening in the Tropics

Abstract: The starting point of this article is a rethink of Edward W. Soja’s (1996) existential
ontological “trialectics of Spatiality, Historicity, and Sociality”. The focus here is on how an

overarching impact of “spatial violence” has radically altered our perception of time and society,
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and on why, despite this, an internalized center-periphery relation between time over space still
seems inevitable. These questions are approached via a discussion of visions and tropes of earthly
paradise, of which tropicality is an integral part. This article assembles a toolkit from a range of
areas of critical inquiries on the one hand and draws on Jamaica Kincaid’s My Garden (Book)
(1999) and Olive Senior’s Gardening in the Tropics (1994) as a guiding framework for an organic
relationship with space on the other. We thus offer a theoretical perspective on societal dimension
of space that assists with an aim to foreground a simultaneity between a practical concern about
fragmentary island space like the Caribbean and a potential way out of “the cage” of modern

subjectivity.
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Title: An Interpretation of Scrooge’s Sphinx Factor in 4 Christmas Carol

Abstract: A Christmas Carol is a work created by the famous English writer Charles Dickens. It
depicts a characteristic transformation of miser Scrooge on the Christmas Eve. From the perspective
of Ethical Literary Criticism, the meetings between Scrooge and spirits are an embodiment of his
ethical conflicts, in which Scrooge symbolizes animal factor and free will, while spirits symbolize
human factor and rational will. The animal factor fought four times and was finally suppressed by
human factor, which then guided Scrooge through ethical choice, making him understand that
happiness lies in helping others. The various combinations and changes of Scrooge’s Sphinx Factor
are affected by the chaotic ethical environment of that time. And the setting of Christmas Eve
creates a special ethical context for the happening of ethical conflicts and enriches the ethical

significance of Christmas afterwards.
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Title: The Shift to Posthuman Ethics in Lewis Carroll’s Alice s Adventures in Wonderland

Abstract: While the rational world is built upon humanist ideology that represses the animal, Lewis
Carroll’s Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland advances the shift from humanist ethics to posthuman
ethics by the inclusive reconsideration of the animal other. This paper attempts to discuss Carroll’s
deconstructive writing strategies with the help of Derrida’s animal theory. The ingenuity lies in the
construction of wonderland as a liminal space of reality and dream, which opens up the opportunity
for deconstruction. According to the humanist view, the binary opposition of humanity/animality is
backed by human’s unique language, intelligence and rational logic. However, in the ambivalent
wonderland, all life forms seem to be infected with mental instability. Their namelessness,
nonsense/non-language, bottomlessness and animot images (Derrida’s term for animal’s plurality),
produced under the emotional logic that is almost non-human, pave way to the repositioning of
Alice’s human-centered identity. Through abundant word-plays, parodies of Victorian children
poems and nonsensical dialogues, Carroll’s fairy tale reiterates the animot history in terms of
repression, communication and the return of the gaze, and recovers the animal other in the shift to
posthuman ethics which requires the removal of anthropocentrism and human violence. Alice’s

adventure stories advocate a full respect and responsibilities for the otherness of animals.

Title: “So loss could be lost” Mourning as the Sense of Symbiosis: Brenda Hillman’s Ethics
Abstract: This article focuses on Extra Hidden Life, Among the Days (2018) by California poet
Branda Hillman, reading for how the poems convey the concept of symbiosis between humans and
nature with Ecopoetics. Exploring experimental, non-representational poetic form, Hillman makes
poetry a unique place where a private life moment and public incidents are interwoven. Making
these interconnections becomes a way of renewing and rethinking that the hidden moment of our
everyday life could suggest the sense of others. ‘Eco’ in the word ‘Ecology’ originated in ‘Oikos’,
which means home in Greek. Ecology is a concept that emphasizes the environment in which
existence resides, so the meaning of space is more prominent than the word ‘nature.” Thus,
ecological poetry inevitably proposes to speculate how one exists in the world and how the

components that make up space are connected. In other words, this is the sense of other beings.
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Ethos, the etymology of ethics, means the dwelling and the way of being. Consequently, ecology
and ethics are engaged in thinking about the connection between ‘I’ and other components of this
world. Reading Hillman’s poems from the ecological perspective shows that her poems are ‘an act
of feeling anew’ as an ethical proposition and a venue for this new ethical proposition to be
practiced. Hillman asks to feel the unknown existence in this world. The perception of existence as a
network of relationships forms an organic sense of oneself, suggesting that even unknown, invisible
beings like fungus could make a relationship with ‘I’. In the era of capitalism and the destruction of
nature, Hillman’s ethics shows that making a relationship between human and extra small nature

things is to question and rethink our ways of being in this world today.

Title: Ethical Realism in Deogracias A. Rosario’s “Greta Garbo”

Abstract: Deogracias A. Rosario’s classic story “Greta Garbo” is considered a landmark in the
history of the modern Tagalog short story in Philippine Literature for deploying a tight narrative
structure so unlike the sometime winding traditional mode of story-telling. However, this story
which was written during the American colonial period in the Philippines, is also important in the
way colonial mimicry is depicted by jutaxposing illusion and reality in its narrative structure to
portray the growing Americanization of the Filipino. The story depicts a young Filipina named
Monina Vargas who is a die-hard fan of the famous American actress Greta Garbo and “imagines”
herself as the actress. As the story progresses, she confronts the truth about her lover, Octavio
Razon, as she shuttles between her life’s illusion and reality. Against the backdrop of the American
colonial period, the story focuses on both the life choices and circumstances of the main character,
Monina Vargas-Greta Garbo, and her awareness from illusion to reality, and how her life choices
and changing level of awareness serve as major elements that connect the illusion of the protagonist

back to her reality as a form of what might considered illustrative of ethical realism.

Title: The Cost of Modernization of the Philippine Jeepney

Abstract: The Philippine Jeepney, a re-imagined World War II junk of the Americans, the “auto
calesas” that originated from the American colonial period, is a well-loved mode of transportation
by the Filipino masses. For many decades since its transformation into cheap passenger utility
vehicles, it has been part and parcel of the country’s transport system, used both in the big cities and
small towns. But on its way from traditional aesthetic to modernity and modernism, its popularity
has not rested only on its utmost utility for everyday transport, but also for its unique aesthetic, an

overall adaptation that has been said to embody Filipino culture and identity. Recently, however, the
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Philippine government decided to abolish the traditional colorful but aging vehicle with other
modern and more reliable means of transportation, but minus the icons that give the jeepney that
“Filipino Style”. This study addresses the implication of modernity and modernism through design
and technology of cultural identity. With the government’s transportation modernization program,
which seeks to phase-out jeepneys, might it also phase out Filipino culture and identity along the

way?

Title: A Brief Analysis of the Mixed-race Spy in The Sympathizer from the Perspective of Ethical
Literary Criticism

Abstract: In 2016, Nguyen Thanh Viet, a Vietnamese-Americana writer, won the 100th Pulitzer
Prize for Fiction, the Carnegie Award for Best Novel in 2006, the Outstanding Asian Pacific
American Novel Award in 2006 and other awards with his debut novel, The Sympathizer. Set in the
Vietnam War, The Sympathizer depicts the double-sided life of a mixed-race spy, presenting a
literary narrative of Vietnam War history different from that in the Western people’s eyes. The
protagonist, a Vietnamese-French spy, carries double political identities and stands on the two
different cultures. From the perspective of ethical literary criticism, this paper analyzes the two
ethical lines encountered by the protagonist - the ethical line of political identity and the ethical line
of cultural identity, the ethical knots as well as their creation and deconstruction and the ethical
predicaments. In a sum, this paper claims an ethical revelation, that is, to see the colonial history,
Vietnam War, and the identity of immigrants in postcolonial period rightly, and to build a more

inclusive world.
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Title: Doubleness of Technology in David Mitchell’s Cloud Atlas

Abstract: In David Mitchell’s 2014 novel Cloud Atlas, six stories differ in time and places, ranging
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from the late nineteenth century to the apocalypse world and from the Europe continent to the
Pacific Ocean. This paper argues that the doubleness of technology is demonstrated through both
the contents of the stories and the forms of narration. With the development in technology, narrators
are able to present the story in a more stable way, but the human world would return to its
prehistoric condition. However, the paper points out that Mitchell is not intended to blame the
technology but to ask for attention in the problems of human beings themselves. By depicting
escapes and rescues one after another, the author kindly offers a solution that the collaboration

would save us from the disasters.
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Alejandro Veiga-Expdsito (University of Warwick)

Title: Domingo Michelli’s Ethical Violence: Polarisation and Aesthetics in Venezuela

Abstract: During the 2010s, Venezuela suffered a severe political and socio-economic crisis.
Domingo Michelli’s short fiction book Tristicruel (2014) proposes that at the centre of the country’s
socio-economic collapse, the main ethical ideological position is cynicism. [ argue that Venezuela’s
extractivist capitalism leads to polarisation, as society is divided by the struggle to capture the state
apparatus that exploits and distributes oil rent. Following Slavoj Zizek and Alenka Zupanéi¢’s
reading of Lacanian ethics, I argue that cynicism and polarisation are inherent to extractivist
capitalism, as there is always an Other who is enjoying a special position towards the object which
the desiring subject believes will make them whole. This paper argues that Michelli’s book renders
this division in society by portraying both positions as contradictory subjectivities. Here, Michelli’s
book renders corruption as a structural lie that connects both the extractivist society and subjectivity
as inherently lacking. Therefore, the book offers an ethical aesthetic experience in which
polarisation is overcome, as subjects relate to each other as lacking subjects who do not enjoy a

privileged position towards the object that will make them whole.

Niccolo Rocamora Vitug (The University of Santo Tomas and Silliman University)

Title: The Female Figure in the Bagay Folio

Abstract: The Bagay (thing) folio of 1965, a collection of modern and modernist poems in Filipino,
was written by the faculty and students of the Ateneo de Manila University, and published in the
university's literary journal Heights. While the folio's immediate literary context might seem
conventional and if limited at the time, its broader context was of an unconventional social
movement, also called Bagay, one that led people to action. Bagay Movement, which began in

Ateneo de Manila University, had an impact that ranged from the establishment of the erstwhile
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non-existent Filipino Department in the same university to the production of varied creative works
that included translations of dramatic pieces, as well as to the formation of organizations that
promoted the welfare of Filipino writers and creative writing. While the Bagay poems are by now
already appreciated for their literary and cultural contributions, it is also important to look at the
poems from certain ethical dimensions about which Philippine literary criticism and history have
been quite silent about, including the perspective of gender. It is interesting to note that all of the
Bagay poets were male, and as such, a close look at the representation of women in their poems
might be instructive. In the female figures found in the poems, women’s images are dominated by
the suffering mother and the decadent mistress. Such recurrent images render problematic the sense
of equality or lack thereof that might have underpinned Bagay Movement's gender ideology. In this
paper, I seek to examine the use of such female figures from an ethical, gender-sensitive standpoint,
to argue that the issue of gender representation should be looked into more deeply in critical studies

about Bagay.
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Title: Ecological Ethics in Edgar Allan Poe’s “The Fall of the House of Usher” and Nathaniel
Hawthorne’s “Rappaccini’s Daughter”

Abstract: This paper investigates the ecological ethics in Edgar Allan Poe’s “The Fall of the House
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of Usher” (Usher) and Nathaniel Hawthorne’s “Rappaccini’s Daughter” (Daughter), arguing that
both texts reveal the causal dynamics between the alienated familial ethics and ecological
degradation. Firstly, it examines how familial ethical chaos is demonstrated in the relationship of the
main characters: Roderick/ Madeline in Usher, and Rappaccini/Beatrice in Daughter. Then it
explores the inseparability of such ethical chaos and ecological degradation by analyzing how
nature literally and metaphorically reacts to the deviation of the characters’ moral principles.
Ultimately, it probes into the endings of the two texts, highlighting the two victimized female
characters - Madeline and Beatrice - as the embodiment of the human/nature continuum. Their
different endings - one coming to revenge and causing the fall of the house, and the other destroyed
by Rappaccini’s transgressive experiment - symbolize two directions in restoring a new ecological
ethics that decentralizes humans from the ecosystem. The first punctuates a dynamic balance
between the built environment and the natural environment by acknowledging the significance of
affectivity between human and nature; the second stresses humans’ essential recognition of the
restrains in their scientific endeavor to modify nature. It is concluded that both Usher and Daughter
focalize the entanglement between familial ethical chaos and ecological degradation to reflect on the
presentation of ecological ethics. The endings particularly emphasize a connection between the
victimized female objects and nature — they are either empowered to disrupt the anthropological
control or destroyed to warn human’s unrestrained scientific pursuit to improve nature. In doing so,
it points to the two aforementioned potentialities of ecological ethics featuring the displacement of

humans from the center of the ecosystem.

Wengqiang Wang (University of Science and Technology)

Title: A Study of Translation Strategies in the English Version of The Three-Body Problem from the
Perspective of Translator’s Subjectivity

Abstract: Based on the Translator’s Subjectivity Theory, this thesis employs case analysis approach
to study the translation strategies in the fiction novel The Three-body Problem translated by Ken
Liu. Five types of key words are selected from the original novel for analysis, they are key words
about politics, religion, history and traditional culture, materials and onomatopoeia, the translation
strategies used during the translation is analyzed separately. The translator’s subjectivity is divided

into four major aspects: translator’s translation purpose, cultural competence and consciousness,
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reader’s awareness and creativity. The influence of these four aspects on translation strategies is
studied separately. It is found that the translator’ purpose includes realizing commercial value of this
book, getting western readers accept it and spreading Chinese culture. For this, the translator applies
domesticating method and foreignizing method to spread Chinese culture on the condition that
western readers can accept it. Secondly, the translator’s excellent bilingual ability and in-depth
understanding of both Chinese and western culture enable him to know which part should take thick
translation and which part should be diluted or even omitted. Therefore, reasonable translation
strategies can be used to avoid cultural taboos. In addition, translator’s reader awareness also help
him to understand the main target audience of this book and have a fully consideration about
readers’ interest and receptivity before choosing translation strategies to gain a better response from
readers. Finally, the creativity of the translator as a science fiction writer allows this book to be
presented in a non-traditional way and increase the readability and popularity of it. In conclusion,
Ken Liu adopts appropriate strategies to achieve ideal results and the translator’s subjectivity is fully

reflected during this process.
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Title: Ethical Choices of Slave Owners in Uncle Tom's Cabin
Abstract: Uncle Tom's Cabin is a full-length anti-slavery novel by American author Harriet Beecher

Stowe. It tells the tragic story of the protagonist, Tom, who is adrift and eventually dies under the
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oppression of slavery. This paper focuses on the ethical choices made by the three different sets of
slave owners Tom encounters in their different ethical identities and ethical dilemmas in the context
of Ethical Literary Criticism. The first slave owner is the Arthur Shelby family living in Kentucky,
who are kind-hearted and treat slaves equally. But Shelby was caught in the ethical dilemma of
bankruptcy and selling slaves due to debt. In this ethical dilemma, different ethical identities led him
to have two different choices. The second slave owner is the St. Clair family living in Louisiana.
Throughout his life, St. Clair was caught in an ethical dilemma between his disdain for the idea of
slavery among the upper class and his enjoyment of the hierarchical differences in slavery, and he
was later persuaded by his daughter to choose to do good, but eventually lost his life because of
involving in a fight, causing Tom to fall into the hands of a tyrant. The third slave owner is Simon
Legree, a typical Southern slave owner who lives in Louisiana. The brutal Legree abused his slaves
everywhere and regarded them as work machines. The changing ethical environment around him
caused his animal and human factors to change in their patterns of existence. He made the wrong
ethical choice every time, and finally caused the tragic end of Tom. In the process of analysis, the
reader can feel the ethical dilemma and inner tangle of the slave owners, distinguish right from

wrong, feel good from evil, and thus gain moral revelation and the pursuit of racial equality.
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Title: Tears of the Times: Pitiful Shylock

Abstract: Shylock, as a villain in The Merchant of Venice, has always been criticized by many
readers and literary critics. However, Shylock actually had dual character. Although he was a miser
who made his living as a loan shark, he was much loyal to his national belief and religion. What’s
more, he was good at doing business and knew how to adapt himself to the changing circumstances.

Title: A “Confession” that Reveals One’s True Nature: Psychoanalytic Interpretation of Ian

as denial, sublimation and rationalization help explain why Parker feels comfortable with his wrong
doing and how he regains mental balance after he has failed in his career as a writer.

Title: Nutshell—the Birth of an Unnatural Subject

Abstract: The unnatural narrator of “Nutshell” establishes an identity of mysterious revenger under
the condition of being confined within his mother’s womb. The paper focuses firstly on unnatural
narrative, including the unnatural narrator and relative techniques employed according to Brian
Richardson’ s related theory. Then, through Lacanian psychoanalysis, the paper also intends to
explore the process through which the narrator establishes his independent subject, and how the
narrator is able to make decisions and ethical judgment when there is no one he can communicate
with, and the only way he is able to know the world is by listening to what happened. Meanwhile,
the paper emphasizes the didactic function of literature which has been circulated for centuries in

literary criticism.
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Title: Technological Body and the Ethical Prediction in Neuromancer

Abstract: William Gibson’s representative work Neuromancer reflects the computer’s prevalence
among the American society in the 1980s vividly. It describes the ethical shift after humans enter the
computer cyberspace. This essay is to explore the possibility how humans and technology can live
together in harmony in the era of science dominance through the method of ethical literary criticism
and by virtue of Chris Shilling’s “technological body”. Also, it seeks to follow the tide of the
technology development and is based on the roles’ ethical choice in ways that help explain how
human behaves under the cyberpunk. That means humans require striving to find their own way out
though more or less affected by alienation when in cyberspace. Meanwhile, the novel has profound
meaning in ethics and the reality due to the tendency that high technology like virtual reality,

artificial intelligence and cyberspace has become indispensable in human lives.
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Title: The Ethical Identity and Ethical Selection in The Zoo Story

Abstract: As one of the foremost dramatists, Edward Albee is referred to as the successor to Eugene
O’Neil, Tennessee Williams, and Arthur Miller. The production of The Zoo Story is a turning point
in American play creation. The one-scene play has drawn much attention from critics since 1958.
Up to now, although many critics at home and abroad have analyzed it, the research generally
focuses on thematic concerns like absurdity, social criticism, illusion, alienation, dramatic devices,
archetypal criticism, and existentialism. From the perspective of ethics, there are still many fields to
explore. By using the method of ethical literary criticism, this paper interprets the ethical
environment, ethical identity, and ethical selection in the play, and probes into the causes of the
protagonist Jerry’s tragedy from both objective and subjective factors. Ethical literary criticism,
defined by Professor Nie Zhenzhao, “is a research method to read, analyze and interpret literary
works, to study literary authors and literary problems from the perspective of ethics” (Nie, 2010).
Being different from traditional moral criticism, ethical literary criticism stresses the importance of
historical objectivity, that is, interpreting literary work based on its historical and ethical
environment. Therefore, with a series of key terms as the breakthrough points, ethical literary
criticism can provide people with an impartial perspective to analyze the life experiences of the
protagonist Jerry. The causes of Jerry’s tragic suicide are not just the external environment, but the

internal factors such as Jerry’s identity confusion and the ethical selections.
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Title: Fraternity and Mutual Commitment: The Ethical Selection of George and Lennie in Of Mice
and Men

Abstract: Of Mice and Men portrays an ethical line in which Steinbeck reveals his ethical
orientation that potentials of human best epitomized by George and Lennie can be tapped to the
sublime in transcending an animal level to a finer spirit—i.e., fostering human factor while
prevailing animal factor—and in accessing ethical selection. The ethical selection of George and
Lennie has two elements: fraternity and commitment. While the Sphinx combination of the brothers
spells the disaster, the arising human factor makes them make an ethical choice at the ethical
dilemmas, either. For Lennie, staying with George makes him feel guilt over burdening his brother
whereas his leaving would implicate George in solitude thus exterminating their fraternity. For
George, confronting the impending doom of Lennie’s death, killing his brother violates the ethical
taboo, though. Letting George at others’ disposal means compromising his faithful attachment as he
abandons the principle of loyalty: let no one hurt his friend. Miserable as Lennie’s death is, Lennie’s
choice of staying and George’s choice of killing reveal a deed of fraternity as well as an element of
ethical selection of the brothers. And it is the fraternity that survives and fortifies their mutual
commitment to the dream of land. Their relentless struggle defies the curse of Solitude and
Confinement which are the major ethical predicaments underpinned by the ethical chaos aroused by

the American agricultural mechanization. That chaos incurs the chance that makes “the best-laid
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scheme of mice and men go awry”. Failed as they are, the brothers are deemed as heroes by
Steinbeck, as they are mutually committed to the dreams of rising above the animal level of
alienation, violence, and self-indulgence in the society whose animalistic drive for survival and
conquests are liable to crush the human spirit. Thereby the nobility of “fraternity and commitment”
as the elements of ethical selection that Steinbeck acclaims indicates the ethical value of Of Mice

and Men.
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Title: An Interpretation of Matilda’s Growth in Fever 1793 from the Perspective of Bildungsroman
Abstract: Fever 1793 is a historical novel written by Laurie Halse Anderson, which was published

in 2000 and widely praised. The setting is in the yellow fever epidemic that hits Philadelphia in the
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summer of 1793. The protagonist Matilda, a fourteen-year-old girl, is facing great challenges. She
not only has to survive the epidemic, but also learns how to deal with the loss of her family,
loneliness and taking care of herself. After conquering all the obstacles, Matilda achieves maturity
and has the faith on the new life. Relevant studies on this novel focus on the analyses of themes
such as the mother-daughter relationships, fear, disasters and human nature. This thesis is aimed to
analyze Matilda’s growth from the perspective of bildungsroman. It focuses on the three stages of
innocence, confusion and maturity, and analyzes how Matilda overcomes all the difficulties in
different periods. Matilda is trying to understand the world when she firstly suffers from the
epidemic and finally becomes mature from an innocent girl. Besides, the thesis also analyzes the
initiation company and guides of her grandfather and trusted friend Eliza for Matilda, which support
her to get through the tough situation and lead her to a bright new life. The author hopes that with
the theory of bildungsroman, the thesis can offer a new approach and perspective to appreciate the

novel.
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Yuqing Zhang (University of Warwick)

Title: Beyond Fidelity: Zhang Kunde and the 1896 Chinese Translation of “The Naval Treaty”
Abstract: In the 1896 Chinese translation of ‘The Naval Treaty,” Zhang Kunde, the translator,
replaced the first-person narrative perspective with the third-person narrative perspective, and this
manipulation made the target text deviate much from the source text. As a result, Zhang Kunde was
once viewed as an unfaithful and ‘unethical’ translator. However, according to Chesterman, there
are different kinds of ethics influencing translators’ decisions on ethical issues while performing
translation activities. Therefore, instead of arbitrarily criticising Zhang Kunde for carrying out an
‘unethical’ translation practice, it is more important to explore under what circumstances he made
such a decision. In this presentation, I will first follow Chesterman’s model of the ethics of
representation to investigate the possible reasons for the accusation against the translator. After that,
I will study Zhang Kunde’s decision on this specific ethical issue (the manipulation of the narrative
perspective) against the socio-historical context. Chesterman’s model of the norm-based ethics will

be employed in this part to help with my discussion.
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Title: An Analysis on Expressionism in Emperor Jones

Abstract: Expressionism is a literary school popular in German-speaking countries, Northern
Europe, the United States and other places in the early 20% century. It has made remarkable
achievements in painting and drama. At the end of the 19" century, western capitalism came to a
dead end, and western anti-realist literature and art, such as naturalism and impressionism, were also
dissatisfied with the writers and artists who needed to “update” the method of literary and artistic
creation. They demanded that literature and art should leave realism even further. Emperor Jones is
one of Eugene O’Neill’s most influential expressionist works. The main feature of expressionism is
to break through the tradition, pursue the psychological impact brought by the narrative of
modernity, pay attention to the performance of hallucinations and dreams, and reflect the inner
world of characters through their external words and behaviors. In Emperor Jones, O’Neill uses
expressionism to vividly show the fear and anxiety of Emperor Jones in front of the audience,
revealing the process of Emperor Jones’s mental breakdown. This article starts from the analysis of
the creation form and expression form in the “Emperor Jones”, and discusses the embodiment of

expressionism in the “Emperor Jones”.

Title: A Study on Mrs. Dalloway’s Criticism of Patriarchal Society—From the Perspective of
Ecofeminism
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Title: La Vita Nuova, Beatrice and the Concept of New Life

Abstract: This research attempts to revive and rediscover a seven hundred years old concept of life
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by Dante, although it can be defined a Medieval ideology, no one has ever truly found every
message the author wanted to convey. By revealing that of which has never been revealed with a
moral approach to “Vita Nova” and “The Divine Comedy”, two interconnected masterpieces that
would be incomplete one without the other. This journey is set to reveal Dante’s moral message
from the most intense of feelings, Love. This paper is merely the first chapter, in which we shall
first explore a new approach to understand Dante’s Platonic Love, starting from Vita Nova, the
representation of Dante’s realization and understanding of this new concept of Love after Beatrice’s
death, where an intriguing bond between the topic of Love and Death are ultimately the proof of a
miracle, a miracle that radically changed our author’s concept of the meaning of life. This research
is going to further proof and discuss this change by highlighting both his psychological and literary
alteration during this sequence of specific events before and after Beatrice’s death as Dante did not
only express his feelings through words, but he introduces us to a total new genre of Love poetry, a
genre that can be compared to none in its uniqueness, where we see for the very first time, women
being the intermediators of God, the key to salvation. Although we are only able to fully understand
Dante’s Platonic Love after we’ve explored The Divine Comedy, Vita Nova is crucial for us to
observe how this concept was triggered by a series of event that are totally set to tell us that nothing
happening around is casual, especially when Love and Death are involved. Platonic Love did not
only motivate Dante through several obstacles in his terrestrial life, but Love was the key for his
soul’s salvation in the afterlife. The moral of the story does none else than reflecting the author’s
goal, a simple quest to help us understand the value of Love, a value that is often misinterpreted,

misunderstood and feared in our modern society.

Title: Ethical Growth of Sorrow in 4 Mercy

Abstract: Sorrow is a marginalized character in Toni Morrison’s novel, A Mercy. She is the only
person with vacant ethical identity and absent ethical awareness. However, as her maternal nature
and humanity are stimulated again and again, she becomes the first woman to achieve
self-redemption and actively seek a way towards mental independence. Morrison’s image of Sorrow
provides a new paradigm for the female group struggling to survive in America and the post-ethnic
identity dilemma, suggesting a new way out, that is, to give up the dependence and attachment to
the great cultural identity such as ethnicity and race, and instead seek development based on the

smaller identity of motherhood.

Title: An Analysis of Doris Lessing’s Ecological Ethics in The Grass is Singing

Abstract: Doris Lessing’s The Grass is Singing depicts the love-hate relationship among the
immigrant couple Turner and the local servant Moses in the Colony of South Africa, exposing the
plight of human survival under the ecological crisis caused by the destruction of land. The ethical
choice between social development and ecological balance is an important theme of this novel.
From the perspective of ecological ethics, this paper explores the ethical choice of social
development and ecological conflict in The Grass is Singing, and Lessing’s ecological view of

respecting nature. This ecological view expresses Lessing’s right understanding of the ethical
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relationship between social ecology, natural ecology and spiritual ecology, as well as the ecological
connotation of harmonious coexistence between man and nature under the background of rapid

growth of society.
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
